Aim:                                                             To explore the value of Love  
 
You will need – speak to the teachers to plan activities for their classes around the value of love, prepare 100 
hearts with quotes and questions relating to love, prepare a worship session on the value of love, camera and 
reflection activity.

We left a number of reflection questions in all reflection 
spaces.
